BENDIGO STEER RESULTS.  

A Maine-Anjou steer was exhibited by Dalwood 

Lodge at Bendigo and finished 5th in the carcass class. 

He weighed 538kg live and dressed out at 325.5kg 

with a dressing percentage of 60.5%. He had a rump 

and rib fat depth of 9mm and 8 mm respectively and 

EMA of 80. 
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The farms in this issue are that of the Patrice Ouary and the research 

centre and school called INRA. 

Firstly, I will tell you a bit about the farm owned by Patrice and his 

family where we had lunch along with other French breeders before 

inspecting the herd. Patrice is the National President of the Maine-

Anjou Association in France. It was here that the Australian contin-

gent presented the French Society with a plaque for their centenary. 

The plaque was organized by Joe and Bobby Connelly and was made 

form good old Aussie timber. Let me tell you there was a lot of com-

munication back and forth with France to make sure we could get it 

into their country. 

Patriceõs family began farming in 1985 and he took over 

in 2004. In the last 10 years he has built new sheds and 

hopes to house all cows in winter to feed for conven-

ience. He presently spends 2 hours a day feeding and 

replacing the straw in the sheds. The farm is 136 hec-

tares of which 107 hectares are pasture, 14 hectares of 

maize and 15 hectares of cereal. All of which is used on 

the farm. He runs 100 breeding cows and has a total of 

300 head on the farm.
