
For the first time the Maine Anjou breed had a 

group of steers entered in the prestigious Stan Hill 

Trophy at this yearõs Sydney Royal Show. All 

breeds are allowed to enter, but must have three 

steers to compete, which must come from steers 

already entered in either the school or open sec-

tion of the Steer Competition. It is judged on car-

cass results and is tightly contested every year. The 

larger breeds have a vast number of steers to select 

their three entrants from, but the Maines had four 

from which to select their three. The thirteen 

breeds entered were Limousin, Murray Grey, 

Square Meters, Charolais, Shorthorn, Maine Anjou, 

Galloway, Mandalong Special, Hereford, Australian Lowline, Angus, Simmental and Poll Hereford. 

The Maines placed 6th and it is worth noting that we beat the Angus, Hereford, Poll Hereford and 

Simmental breeds. 

Congratulations to the St Ignatius College Riverview, Oakhill College Castle Hill and St Josephs 

High School Aberdeen who prepared and showed the steers in Sydney. Also congratulations to 

David and Robyn Robertson of Timor for breeding the three steers. It should also be noted that 

the steer exhibited by Oakhill College placed 2nd in his led class as well.
