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Members please be aware that anyone wishing to exhibit at Sydney Royal in 2011 must have all 

exhibits tested for Pestivirus. Below are the new regulations that I have received from Sydney 

Royal Show Cattle Committee. This can be done by a tail hair sample and I have some sample kits if 

you require one. Please note that this should be done now as it takes about 2 weeks to get results 

back as show entries close early January and we have the Xmas break coming up. 

 

1. Pestivrus (Bovine Viral Diarrhoea Virus)  

 

Except where the RAS in its absolute and unfetted discretion may determine otherwise, no cattle 

in the Beef Cattle Competition may be Exhibited unless tested for Pestivirus and certi-

fied as a non-PI (Persistently Infected) cattle. Certification of testing and proof of non -PI 

status will be required with Application for Entry  in the form of a signed Veterinary Cer-

tificate. Testing results will be verified with I & I NSW. 

 

2. Eligibility for entry and Breed Society Registration.  

 

All Exhibits must have been finally accepted for registration by the relevant recognised 

Beef Cattle Breed Society. A copy (both sides) of the registration certificate must be 

produced at the inspection of the Exhibit as indicated in the front of the Beef Cattle Section. 

 

In addition to being registered by the relevant recognised Beef Cattle Breed Society, all entries 

must contain at least 15/16ths (93.75%) blood of the breed being entered, and be verified 

by the relevant recognised Beef Cattle Society as conforming with this required percentage. 

Pestivirus Regulations for Sydney Royal. 

Once again I seem to be sitting at the computer putting the last 

newsletter for the year together and wondering where the year has 

gone. Maybe itõs true that the older we get the faster they go. 

 

At least the season has improved and everyone should have smiles 

on their faces and be ready to get out there and push Maine Anjou. 

This year we have seen cattle being exhibited at Sydney for the first 

time since 2003 and next year we should have about 16 head there 

and our own breed classes. The breed did really well in the Stan Hill Trophy with steers from the 

Robertson Family and we are now looking for steers for next year. With the success of Maine steers 

over the last couple of years we now have a number of schools wanting ô to get a Maine because they 

do wellõ, so I am looking for 6 steers. There is a number of ways this can be done. A member can do-

nate a steer to a school, give the steer to the school to feed and exhibit ad then split the money that 

the steer sells for or just sell the steer to the school. If any member has a purebred steer please let me 

know by the end of November. 

 

Our breed was also shown at the NSW Beef Spectacular, Bendigo and numerous other shows around 

the countryside. Please let me know how you go so that we can put the results in the newsletter. 

 

Speaking of the newsletter this has grown from 39 copies a couple of years ago to now producing 200 

each edition, so please send me your ads as they are free for all member. I would like to thank Sandra 

for all her help in preparing the newsletter, the layout looks great and we might have some new ideas

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We stayed at the Domaine Des Rues which is the Head Office for the Society. This has been converted from 

old barns 2 years ago and the French should be proud of what they have done with it. The final set up now 

has the office, with a meeting room at this site, a function centre for them to use as well as hire out for wed-

dings and major functions. They also have the bull test 

centre there and the property is open for visitors as self 

guided tours. This is because of its historical value to the 

area. It was a hectic few days starting about 8.30am and 

finishing around 7.30pm. All I can say is thank goodness 

their days seem longer than ours and we were still able to 

see cattle this late in the evening. 

During our stay we visited 9 studs, a farmerõs market, the 

bull test centre as well as a AOC Maine Anjou meat tast-

ing promo-

tional night 

in Angers. 

The cattle we saw continue to impress us and we were able 

to see progeny of the bulls that are available in Australia as 

well as progeny from a new crop of bulls. It was great to go 

to a stud and see the daughters of these bulls as well as the 

daughtersõ dams. We were able to see young working Utile, 

Raphia and Miroir females, young bulls by Spaghetti and Utile. 

We now have production figures for these bulls and they are 

look-

ing 

good. This enabled us to get an insight into how we 

could best use these genetics at home. The Farmerõs 

Market was a great concept and was owned by three 

farmers that sold their meat, whether it is beef, pork, 

duck or chicken, through it. 

To sum up we have learnt a lot, about the cattle, how 

to promote a breed and its product. Doug and 

Rogerõs handling of driving on the other side of the 

road (ask them about it sometime) and a little more 

French. 

 In all it was a great trip and we are now in the proc-

ess of organising another lot of new genetics for Australia.
