They were impressed with how 

we are attempting to deal simply and directly with the French Maine Anjou Society to purchase 

semen and embryos from France. They are happy to deal with our Society to obtain some of 

these French genetics.

He will be 

sadly missed and his founding contribution to 

the Society will never be forgotten. God bless 

you all, our thoughts are with you at this time.
